The Tremendous Cost Of Freedom
(A tribute to Johnny Michael Spann)

To say I was stunned would be a great understatement in
describing my feeling when I saw Johnny Michael
Spann’s picture flash across the TV screen as the first
America combat casualty in the war in Afghanistan. The

picture on the screen was one from his high school days
so I recognized him right away, but my mind refused to
allow me to connect him to the horrible news being
reported. I know that from the beginning of our nation
our freedom has been paid for with the lives of those
willing to lay them down for us. I also know that the loss
of any life is tragic and causes sadness and pain. I would
have been grieved by the news of the loss of any
American but this was someone I knew personally. I kept
thinking, “it can’t be the young man I knew as Michael,
maybe there is some mistake.” You see, I not only knew
Michael from the time he was twelve years old but I know
his mother and father, his grandparents, his aunt and
uncles and extended family. They were all members of
the Guin Church of Christ in Guin, Alabama when my
family and I moved there in 1981. I just didn’t want to
imagine this family having to deal with such a loss. While
I remained in front of the TV, still in my denial, the
network said they had some breaking news and then there
was the inescapable reality... Johnny Spann, Michael’s
father, acknowledging to the world the latest installment
for freedom had indeed been paid with the life of his
only son. While I stared into the eyes of a father pained
with loss, yet proudly focused on “Mike’s” life that was
committed to keeping his country free, my mind was
flooded with memories of past years with this Christian
family and I wept for them.

In explaining why Michael was in the CIA and why he
was willing to put himself in harms way his father said,
“We recall him saying, ‘someone has got to do what no
one else wants to do.” That is exactly what he was doing
in Afghanistan. His favorite words to me were, ‘This is
the right thing to do, Daddy’ ... Mike was always like
that.” Michael’s deep convictions and commitment no
doubt came from what he was taught by his family as
they committed themselves to serving the Lord. Michael’s
father, Johnny, for many years was a deacon and song
leader for the congregation in Guin, Alabama before
starting his own real estate company seven miles down
the road in Winfield. Johnny was an outstanding song
leader and he taught a song leading class for the young
men of the congregation. One of the songs he would often
lead expresses the same kind of spiritual commitment
and sacrifice to the Lord that Michael obviously was
willing to make for our physical freedom. The song is

entitled Follow Me. Please look with me at the words of
the final stanza:

“Oh, Jesus if I die upon a foreign field some day,
T’would be no more than love demands no less could

I repay,
“No greater love hath mortal man than for a friend

to die”
These are the words He gently spoke to me,
“If just a cup of water I place within your hand
Then just a cup of water is all that I demand,
But if by death to living they can thy glory see,
I’ll take my cross and follow close to thee.”

When I rehearse the words of that last stanza I think I
know why “Mike was always like that!’ He was taught
to be like that.

The spiritual freedom we enjoy as Christians cost Jesus
His life. The freedom we enjoy as American citizens cost
Johnny Michael Spann his life. We express our gratitude
and pay the greatest tribute to Jesus Christ by sharing
the message of spiritual freedom to a world under the
oppression of sin. We can express our gratitude and pay
tribute to Michael and all the others who “do what no
one else wants to do” by using our citizenship of freedom
to introduce the world to the One who can truly set us
free (John 8:31-36). For us to do anything less would be
to squander our freedom away and be guilty of the rankest
ingratitude. Those who do not cherish and use their
freedom have no advantage over those who have no
freedom.

My family and I express our deepest sympathy to
Michael’s parents, Johnny and Gail Spann, Michael’s
wife, Shannon, his children, sisters and the entire Spain
family. May “the peace of God that passeth all
understanding” keep their hearts and minds through
Christ Jesus (Phil. 4:7). We also express our sincere
gratitude for the tremendous sacrifice made by Michael
and his family for our freedom. May each of us use our
freedom to share the gospel with the world for, “it’s the
right thing to do.”

All men of the
congregation are encouraged to attend.

Seasoned Speech
The story is told of two preachers trying out for the same preaching job in a certain congregation. On one
Sunday, one of the preachers came and preached a sermon of hell and how many of this particular congregation
would go there if they did not “straighten up and fly right.” On the very next Sunday, the other preacher came,
and in like manner, preached a sermon on hell and how many of this particular congregation would go there if
they did not change their ways. Both of these men preached on hell and both did a very fine job; but the later of
the two was chosen for the job. The other preacher who was not chosen asked the leaders in this certain congregation
why they had chosen the one man over him. They replied, “Both of you preached a great sermon on hell, but you
seemed to be glad we were going to hell, while the other preacher seemed sad we were headed that direction.”

Both of these preachers proclaimed the same message – both preached truth, but both were received differently.
I am sure we all realize that we can mean to say one thing, but it can be taken to mean something else by the way
it is said. For example, I could tell my sweet wife, “Honey, when I look at you time stands still.” My wife would
be very appreciative of such a comment. But what if I said the same thing in this fashion, “Honey, you’ve got a
face that would stop a clock.” Needless to say, my wife would not be pleased with such a statement. The message
in the two statements is very similar, yet, for one statement I would be hugged and for the other I would be
“clobbered!”

Consider seriously these words of the apostle Paul, “Let your speech be always with grace, seasoned with salt,
that ye may know how ye ought to answer each one” (Col. 4:6). This exhortation instructs us in two vital areas in
our communication with one another.

In the first place, as we communicate with one another our speech must “be always with grace.” In other words,
anytime we desire to successfully communicate to one another we should be kind, gracious, and courteous. If we
are mean spirited and vicious in our conversation we will likely not accomplish the desired result. To have
speech full of grace is to show forth the principles of Christianity and our genuine piety of heart that will in turn
make us mild, courteous, agreeable and polite in our conversation with one another.

Paul also says that our speech should be “seasoned with salt.” Food, when seasoned with salt, becomes pleasant
and palatable for our partaking. Likewise, our speech should be arranged in such a way so as not to be unpleasant,
course or unwholesome. It is important for us, then, to realize that we should want to say things in a way that will
do the most good. We need give more serious thought to our words.

Paul also said “Let no corrupt speech proceed out of your mouth, but such as is good for edifying as the need may
be, that it may give grace to them that hear” (Eph. 4:29). One “sure fire” way to help us know what and how to
say something is to consider whether or not what we are saying will edify. Paul tells us that the main purpose
behind our ability to communicate is to uplift and encourage one another. Therefore, how we say something is
very important in getting our desired message across to one another.

In religion, or in any thing for that matter, speaking the truth is a must! But we must also realize that many will
not listen or will be “turned off” because of our speech not being “seasoned with salt.” May be never, Never,
NEVER compromise the truth, but may we never, Never, NEVER speak until we consider the best way something
should be said. That is, “know how ye ought to answer every man.”

The Beautiful Sounds of Truth

Gary Petty recently told of a friend whose mother had a very old music box that no longer worked. His friend
thought that it would be nice to have it repaired for Mom. The box had been in the family for generations.
Maybe it would bring back old memories as she listened to the sounds that she had not heard since her childhood.
A skillful man was found who could obtain the parts and repair the old machine.

After the box was repaired it was presented to the mother. It sounded very lovely. But Gary's friend was
surprised to discover that Mom was hearing the lovely tunes for the very first time! She had never heard it
actually play before. Neither had her mother. The last person to have heard it before its restoration would have
been her grandmother!

Most of our families have old Bibles. Some have been in the family for generations. Not all of our families
have paid a great deal of attention to them. Some have passed along faulty notions about what it teaches. Some
have mingled the truth of the Bible with ideas that did not originate with Christ and His apostles. Maybe the
clear and simple truths of the Bible have not been heard for generations in some cases.

It can be heard just as clearly today as
it was heard by those who heard it for the very first time. It is, in fact, the only thing that you may have that will
never pass away. It was designed to be heard by all men and women of every generation exactly as it was heard
by the first to hear it.

The old music box probably does not compare with the "new-fangled", modern machines that are able to
produce beautiful music. It has been replaced by record players, cassettes, and CD players. But maybe these
do not possess the charm of the old music box.

Too many, in our world, have looked upon the Bible as many would the old box. New ideas are available to us,
in the modern world, that have replaced the truths of God's word. Science, philosophy, psychology, and other
fields have provided us with plenty to think about. Much of it is very valuable in a temporary sort of way. But
none of them tell us who we are, from whence we have come, or where we are going. None of them are from
the hand of God. None will last beyond the grave. Let's resolve to "fine tune" our understanding of the Bible.
If we rely too heavily upon what has been passed along to us by previous generations we may be hearing a
garbled message. Well-meaning ancestors may have attempted to improve upon God's "music box" by replacing
some of the parts with denominational doctrines. Human creeds have effectively replaced it in the minds of
some. Some in our own generation are tampering with it by removing "culturally inappropriate" truths and
replacing them with up to date interpretations. But no one can improve upon the sound. God delivered it for all
men and women of every age. Those who are willing to take the time and make the effort to understand its
message will be rewarded with the crystal clear sound of God-breathed truth.

Maybe there is someone you know who has an old Bible but has not heard its truths. Maybe they have not been
heard for generations. It's time to dust them off and hear them again. Maybe you can help.

Who Are We?

Why Are We Here?
When people visit from church to church, they find
some interesting differences. They often ask, “Why
are there so many churches?” Why are there church
buildings on every corner and all of them different?
Does what we teach really make that much difference?
If it does not, why don’t all of the churches just build
one church building and all worship together? If it
matters, and it does, then we must be able to justify
our convictions by some standard which God has
authorized. Unless a “thus saith the Lord...” can be
given, no group has a right to exist. If you are visiting
us today, we hope you will consider the things we say
and do as we seek to examine the Scriptures in search
of that authority.

WHO ARE WE?
We are your neighbors, your friends, your family
members and your customers. We are people, young,
old and in-between, who want to be the church Jesus
said He would build, Matthew 16:18. To do this we
are following the blueprint in the New Testament. We
realize we are far from perfect, and we make mistakes
more often than we should, but Jesus promises as long
as we “walk in the light as He is in the light,” His
blood cleanses us from our sin, 1 John 1:7.

ARE WE A DENOMINATION?
Since we strive to be the church Jesus purchased with
His blood, Acts 20:28, we cannot be members of a
denomination, for none existed in the first century.

Jesus’ church cannot be a denomination.The unity
Jesus prayed for, John 17:21, demanded more than
just an “agree to disagree” attitude that tolerates the
teachings and practices of man-made doctrines. In 1
Corinthians 1:10 we read, “Now I beseech you,
brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that
ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no
divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined
together in the same mind and in the same judgment.”
That is hardly descriptive of modern
denominationalism. In fact, the very opposite is the
case. Our unity is not based upon the writings of men,
but the words of the scripture, which is the “word of
God,” 1 Thessalonians 2:13. It is obvious from almost
2,000 years of history that the religious division that
prevails in the world today cannot be solved by the
churches of men. We must go back to the Bible for
our doctrine, our love for each other, our emphasis in
life, our worship, the organization of the church and
our evangelizing of the lost. That is what and who we
are.

WHO IS HEAD OF ‘OUR CHURCH’?
The church that Jesus purchased has never belonged
to man, but to Him. “He is the head of the body, the
church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the
dead; that in all things he might have the
preeminence,” Colossians 1:18. We, therefore, do not
make our own doctrines, do not make our own
conditions for memberships, do not have an earthly
headquarters, or a president. Jesus is the foundation
on which the church is built, and even though in
heaven, He is still the head of His church. We look to
Him for our guidance, and we seek to please Him, not
ourselves. That guidance comes from the Bible, as
stated in 2 Timothy 3:16-17: “All scripture is given
by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine,
for reproof, for correction, for instruction in
righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect,
throughly furnished unto all good works.” Since that
is true, the Bible is essential to our worship, our Bible
classes, and every part of our relationship to God and
His church.

WHAT ABOUT WORSHIP?
Remembering that scripture is our source of authority
in these matters, not our likes and dislikes, and that
Christ is the head of the church, and not men, we then
ask the question, “What does God authorize for our
worship to Him?” I may prefer a banjo and a blue-
grass band. You may enjoy the Boston Pops. Some
may like the sound of the zither and the flute. But
man is not the head of the church, so we must ask
what He wants; What has God authorized? In the
Bible, we discover that early Christians sang songs of
praise and thanksgiving to God, Ephesians 5:19. It is
very specific that every Christian was to sing “to the
Lord,” not entertain their brethren. They came together
to take the Lord’s Supper on the first day of the week,
1 Corinthians 11:23-30. Preaching the gospel was also
integral to their worship, Acts 20:7. Their weekly
contribution was given according to how they were
prospered that week, 1 Corinthians 16:1-2. They
prayed to their heavenly Father, asking for their daily
needs, the forgiveness of their sins, and His constant
support, Luke 11:2-4, Romans 12:12. If someone
wants to add something else to their worship, we
simply ask, “By what authority do you do so?2
Colossians 3:17 demands that both our words and our
deeds in service to God be “in the name of the Lord
Jesus,” or, as authorized by Him.

THE SEED OF THE KINGDOM
The Word of God is likened to a seed, Luke 8:11, and
that same seed can be planted in the hearts of honest
men and women today. By doing so the same harvest
can be produced today as in the first century. By
teaching the same doctrine, holding the same
convictions, by worshiping God and living in harmony
with the instructions given to early Christians, we can
be the church Jesus built and purchased with His blood.
No man has the right to change or modify those
instructions, so we are going back to the original.
Won’t you come along with us; Back to the Bible?

Lessons from Steve
God describes Himself as penitent , Genesis 6:6-7;
angry, Numbers 11:1; vengeful, II Thessalonians 1:8;
and in many other ways.  After all, since He is… GOD,
every characteristic He possesses is righteous.  But,
God also tells us He is a jealous God.

In Deuteronomy 6:14-15, God’s word reveals that,
“You shall not go after other gods, the gods of the
peoples who are all around you (for the Lord your
God is a jealous God among you), lest the anger of
the Lord your God be aroused against you and destroy
you from the face of the earth.”   The first
commandment Moses brought down from Mt. Sinai
was, “You shall have no other gods before me,” Exodus
20:3; Deuteronomy 5:7.  Why, then, is it so easy for
us to “play the harlot” with other gods? Exodus 34:15-
16. The simplistic excuse, “we are only human” is
not good enough.  God not only deserves better, He
expects better.

Let’s be honest with ourselves.  Jealousy, on our part,
is petty and contrite and there is no real value to it.
God’s jealousy is not that way, however, because He
created us, Genesis 1:26-27,  provides everything good
that sustains us, James 1:17,  and gave us salvation in
the name of Jesus of Nazareth, Philippians 2:9-11.
All that God has ever asked in return is that we love
and serve Him only.  We continue to fail miserably.

Maybe these words will make us consider how we
better not make God jealous.  “God is jealous, and the
Lord avenges; The Lord avenges and is furious.  The
Lord will take vengeance on His adversaries, And He
reserves wrath for His enemies,”  Nahum 1:2.

Sin Has Consequences
This time of year everyone who has a green thumb is
beginning to start thinking about planting their favorite
vegetables. Some of us are thinking about the delicious
“homegrown” tomatoes. We know that if we plan to
harvest or “reap” tomatoes we must first plant tomato
plants. It will not do to plant peppers and plan to reap
tomatoes. Everything produces after its kind (cf. Gen.
1:11,12).

Can you imagine a person wanting tomatoes planting
weeds and expecting tomatoes? However, this is
exactly what people often do in the spiritual realm.
They sin and when they reap its consequences they
complain they do not want its fruit. “Do not be
deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man
sows, that he will also reap. For he who sows to his
flesh will of the flesh reap corruption, but he who sows
to the Spirit will of the Spirit reap everlasting life.”
Galatians 6:7,8, NKJV.

Some may feel that they can avoid reaping the
consequences of sin, but they are wrong. Just like in
the planting of different kinds of vegetables it often
takes quite a while for the fruit to mature. Likewise,
the consequences of sin may not be immediately
apparent but they will come. Moses warned the two
and one-half tribes on the east of the Jordan. ““But if
you do not do so, then take note, you have sinned
against the LORD; and be sure your sin will find you
out.” Numbers 32:23, NKJV. And, when sin’s
consequences do come they are often much worse than
we anticipate. The Bible says,  “Good understanding
giveth favour: but the way of transgressors is hard.”
Proverbs 13:15, KJV. Cain realized this too late. When
reaping the consequences of his sins, he said, “And
Cain said to the LORD, “My punishment is greater
than I can bear!” Genesis 4:13, NKJV.

If you want want to avoid eating the fruit of your sin,
don’t sin. The fruit of sin doesn’t taste very good!

“This is the day the Lord has made; We will rejoice
and be glad in it.” Psalm 118:24  We sing this psalm,
especially at youth functions sometimes, to begin
Sunday worship services.  Well, God created all the
days, Exodus 20:11, but the first day of the week
carries a special significance in the New Testament.

Consider that Jesus arose from the dead on the first
day of the week, Matthew 28:1, Mark 16:9, Luke 24:1,
and John 20:1.  Jesus also appeared to His apostles
for the first time, after being resurrected, on the first
day of the week, John 20:19.  We learn from Acts
20:7 that the Lord’s Supper was observed on the first
day of the week.  Paul clearly indicates that collections
were to take place on the first day of the week, I
Corinthians 16:1-2.  The apostle John “was in the
Spirit on the Lord’s Day,” which Bible scholars view
as the first day of the week, Revelation 1:10.

The Israelites had the Sabbath day, Exodus 20:8, but
Christianity meets on the same day of the week that
our Lord arose from the grave.  Therefore, when
Sunday rolls around, may we have the same mindset
to worship as David when he said, “I was glad when
they said to me, “Let us go into the house of the
Lord.”  Psalm 122:1

Lessons from Steve
I don’t believe it was a coincidence that the Ten
Commandments said, “Honor your father and your
mother, that your days may be long upon the land
which the Lord your God is giving you.” Exodus
20:12  The Lord wants us to have respect for our
parents, Exodus 21:15, 17; Colossians 3:20, and to
understand that they have valuable information to pass
along to us, Proverbs 1:8.  When discipline is
administered it is because of love, not hate, Proverbs
3:12.  If children will not obey their parents, then
shame can be brought upon a family, Proverbs 17:25;
19:26.  But most importantly, a soul can be lost,
Romans 1:30; II Timothy 3:2.

So, if children are to obey and honor their parents,
then we as parents should NOT make that a difficult
task for them.  For instance, when reading about the
kings of Israel and Judah, it is mentioned how the sons
did evil in the sight of the Lord by walking in the
ways of their fathers.  Now, Ezekiel 18:20 tells us we
are responsible for our own lives, but does that relieve
us from setting the proper example for our kids?  If I
lie, cheat, drink, smoke, gossip, or engage in any other
vice, am I simply to wash the hypocrisy off and tell
my child, “Do as I say, not as I do?”  If this wasn’t so
serious, it would be laughable!  Ephesians 6:4 and
Colossians 3:21 teaches we are to rear our children
up in the Lord and not be a discouragement to them.

Children of ALL ages, remember we are to honor and
respect our parents, as best we can.  But also remember
these encouraging words, “When my father and my
mother forsake me, Then the Lord will take care
of me.” Psalm 27:10

If dancing is wrong, then the prom
is wrong. Following is a list of reasons why dancing is
wrong. Please give careful and prayerful consideration to
these:

1. It is forbidden in the New Testament (Gal. 5:19-21;
lasciviousness).

2. It destroys one’s influence for good (I Cor. 15:33; I
Tim. 4:12).

3. It depends solely on the mingling of the sexes (I Cor.
6:13,18; 10:8; leads to fornication).

4. It arouses desires that are immorally fulfilled(Matt.
5:28).

Very few Christians will deny the fact that dancing is sin.
So the next question is “Could I go to the prom without
sinning?”

Words: What Do They Mean?
Roy H. Lanier, Jr. from Bulletin Digest (June 1999)

Preachers have an unusual opportunity to listen to people.
In the course of their many conversations, many promises
are given, statements made, offered. Perhaps it is easy to
see, then, that some people do not “say what they mean.”

“They say” - usually means “I heard it from at least one
source but everybody believes it!”

“It needs to be done” - means “I’m not going to do
anything about it but the church ought to!”

“I’ve heard some criticism” - usually means “I’m against
it but I don’t have the nerve to state my beliefs!”

“The whole church is upset” - usually means “Two or
three loud mouths have turned their venom loose!”

“It might bring criticism” - means “I know it should be
done, but it just takes too much effort for me to do it!”

“If memory serves me correctly” - really means “I’m
going to say something I’m not sure of, whether true or
false, but if somebody discovers I’m wrong, I can always
blame my memory!”

“Preacher, I’ll be there if I am not providentially
hindered” - nearly always means “If I’m not there you
can blame God for it!”

“I’ll come every time I can” - usually means, “If I don’t
have something better to do I’ll be there!”

“I’m still studying the question” - usually means “I want
to stay in a position to agree with both sides!”

You can take it from there! Christians should be far more
careful to mean what they say and say what they mean
than people of the world. Jesus says a plain ‘yes’ or ‘no’ is
suitable for a Christian’s word (Matthew 5:36-37).

“But I say unto you, That every idle word that men speak,
they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.
For by thy words thou shalt be justified and by thy words
thou shalt be condemned” (Matthew 12:36-37).

More Good News From

Thailand
Good news continues to come from our brethren in
Thailand. The Loei church of Christ is experiencing a
spurt of growth. Brother Kai, preacher there, wrote
and reported that he baptized 14 people Sunday and
the attendance has climbed to 62 at worship.

Brother Sawaeng from the Surin province sent word
that they baptized two on Sunday. And brother
Christian reported that five people travelled from a
distant village in Buriram seeking the Truth desiring
to learn more.

It appears that there is a surge in interest in the Gospel
among the people of Thailand and we are very happy
to report these.

“Now when they had come and gathered the church
together, they reported all that God had done with
them, and that He had opened the door of faith to the
Gentiles.” Acts 14:27, NKJV.

Admission is Not Repentance
Sometimes in our dealing with people, we will discuss

things with them and they will make an admission about
themselves. It may go something like this: “I know I am
quick-tempered or, “I know I lie We could continue the
list almost indefinitely. The fact is, we hear admission of
undesirable (even sinful behavior) quite often. But we
see change in that behavior far less often than we hear
the admissions. Why is that?

An often used phrase is, Confession is good for the
soul.” For the most part, this is true. For when one
confesses, there is an indication of self-examination and
realization of fault. Without such there can be no change
brought about. But too many times, the admission is just
to appease the ones to which the confession is made.
From events that follow, people are able to see that change
is not made. Indeed, the confessed behavior may even
be reinforced.

It is all too easy to tell people things that they want to
hear: We perceive that someone thinks we are too quick-
tempered, so we admit we are. We know we gossip, so
we admit it. We get caught in a lie, so we admit it. But,
the behavior persists unless we change. Change takes
resolve and resolve must start in the heart (Proverbs 4:23,
23:7).

God knows repentance can only be brought about with
sorrow, confession, plus change. Paul was inspired to
write, “For the sorrow that is according to the will of
God produces a repentance without regret, leading to
salvation; but the sorrow of the world produces death”
(2 Corinthians 7:10, NASB). We may say one thing and
do another. But when one backs up confession with a
change in action, repentance is evident to all.

Society is filled with people who are willing to admit
faults, but not to change. Those who would follow God
must be different — we must not only admit wrong, but
change. Granted we all have character flaws (some of
which are not sinful). However, when we are confronted
with obvious sin, we must not only admit it but change
the behavior.

Are you aware of a sin in your life? Admit it — to
yourself and to others, if needed. But follow that
admission with change. “Therefore, confess your sins to
one another, and pray for one another so that you may be
healed.” (James 5:16, NASB) ~Lance Cordle~

“It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living
God.”  Hebrews 10:31  The Israelites continually found
this out during the times of the Judges.  God had
repeatedly warned His people to stay away from idols,
but they could not, or more appropriately would not,
abstain from pagan worship.  The matter got so bad
(Judges 10:6 – 9) that Jehovah finally said, “Did I not
deliver you from the Egyptians and from the
Amorites and from the people of Ammon and from
the Philistines?  Also the Sidonians and Amalekites
and Maonites oppressed you; and you cried out to
Me, and I delivered you from their hand.  Yet you
have forsaken Me and served other gods.  Therefore
I will deliver you know more.  Go and cry out to the
gods which you have chosen; let them deliver you in
your time of distress.”  Judges 10:11 – 14    OUCH!!!

Now as bad as the above situation sounds, the Israelites
seemed to truly repent and then God showed how
compassionate He really is, Judges 10:15 – 16.
However, it was only after the Israelites brought forth
true repentance, that the Lord rescued them once again.
In an oft quoted passage, Solomon summed it up best
when he wrote, “Let us hear the conclusion of the
whole matter:  Fear God and keep His
commandments, For this is man’s all.”

• Ask him to give you the name of some unsaved
person to win to Christ, and this will surprise
him to death and you will be rid of him.

• Let every member be Spirit-filled and this will
make him so happy that he will rejoice himself
to death and you will be rid of him.

• Ask him to give you a Sunday school class to
teach and this will encourage him to death, and
you will be rid of him.

• Go to church on Sunday and Wednesday night
and this will shock him to death and you will
be rid of him.

• Ask prayer for an enemy and this will
overwhelm him completely and he will die
from a heart attack and you will be rid of him.

• Pray for him while he preaches and he will get
better, and some larger church will take him
off your hands, and you will be rid of him.

Lessons From Steve
Webster defines diplomacy as “a skill in dealing with
people.”  Learning to deal with our fellow man without
blowing our top is an age-old problem, but Paul wrote,
“If it is possible, as much as depends on you, live
peaceably with all men” Romans 12:18.  Gideon met
with success by employing diplomatic reasoning with
the Ephramites, Judges 8:1 – 3.  Jephthah eventually
had to battle the Ammonites, but only after he tried to
negotiate a peaceful ending with their king, Judges
11:12 – 28.

The lesson taken from these two judges is that “talk is
cheap,” not in the sense that communication fails, but
that it is free and should be used more to help deter
ill-will and hostility.  Diplomacy does not mean
condoning and having tolerance for sin because such
is error, Romans 1:32, and violates the New Testament.
Nevertheless, it does ask that we try to understand the
different views of thought; with the goal of directing
it all back to the unchanging and solid foundation of
God’s word.  Paul told the church of God at Corinth,
“But we have renounced the hidden things of
shame, not walking in craftiness nor handling the
word of God deceitfully, but by manifestation of
truth commending ourselves to every man’s
conscience in the sight of God.” I Corinthians 4:2.

Three Timeless Questions
During one of his lectures at the Freed-≠Hardeman
University lectureship this year, George Bailey made
reference to that famous preacher of yesteryear, Gus
Nichols. Whenever Brother Nichols was asked to do
counseling of any sort (biblical, marital, financial, etc.)
he always began by asking three questions. He insisted
that if the answer to any one of the three questions was
‘‘No” then there would be no reason to continue the
counseling session. As I considered these three questions,
I realized that they are good questions for all of us to
answer every day of our lives.

The three questions are listed below (with a few remarks
for us to consider).

1. Do you really want to do what is right? In every
aspect of life, do you really want to do what is right?
What is your standard and goal as a spouse? As a parent?
As a child? As a boss? As an employee? As a neighbor?
As a citizen? “Now I pray to God that ye do no evil; not
that we should appear approved, but that ye should do
that which is honest, though we be as reprobates” (2
Cor. 13:7).

2. Are you ready for the Bible to tell you what is right?
Of course we recognize that the Bible is the standard for
what is right. It is imperative that we turn to Holy
Scripture for the proper instructions. Our behavior in
every part of our lives must be based on biblical guidance.
One is reminded of David’s attitude reflected in Psalm
119:128, “Therefore I esteem all thy precepts concerning
all things to be right; and I hate every false way.”

3. Are you willing to do what the Bible says right now?
Good counsel does no good if it is not heeded.
Procrastination will damage any worthwhile endeavor.
For example, marriages grow weaker by the minute if
good principles of strength are ignored or delayed.

Scripture, Sports, and Common Sense
A few weeks ago a faithful brother informed me of a web
site promoting the sports leagues among the churches of
Christ in Nashville. The site is: http://
www.churchathletics.faithsite.com and is quite revealing.
After reading extensively at the site I felt it is past time
that we begin to speak out on the subject of “Church”
sports.

First, do not misunderstand me. I like sports. Second, I
applaud Christians associating with fellows Christians.
Social interaction with those of “like precious faith” will
guarantee that one has encouragement to do right from
those with similar values. Our own young people get
together to enjoy numerous opportunities of recreation
together. However, what has arisen is a travesty for several
reasons. I would like to offer the following concerns about
what is going on in Nashville and also by some here in
McMinnville:

1. It is clear that many of those who are “playing” together
are from apostate churches. On the “links” page here is a
list of the participating churches: Antioch Church of
Christ; Bellevue Church of Christ; Belmont Church;
Brentwood Hills Church of Christ; Crieve Hall Church of
Christ; Donelson Church of Christ ; Granny White Church
of Christ; Harpeth Hills Church of Christ; Hillsboro
Church of Christ; Jackson Park Church of Christ; Madison
Church of Christ; Rural Hill Church of Christ; West End
Church of Christ; Woodmont Hills Church of Christ;
Woodson Chapel Church of Christ. Note that several of
the congregations listed have had a name that they were
“sound” but how can they participate with congregations
like Belmont (a church that departed from the faith many
years ago) and Woodmont Hills (where Rubel Shelly
preaches)? Let me quote Scripture (the final authority).
““but as it is, I wrote unto you not to keep company, if
any man that is named a brother be a fornicator, or
covetous, or an idolater, or a reviler, or a drunkard, or an
extortioner; with such a one no, not to eat.” 1 Corinthians
5:11, ASV. “Whosoever goeth onward and abideth not in
the teaching of Christ, hath not God: he that abideth in
the teaching, the same hath both the Father and the Son.
If any one cometh unto you, and bringeth not this teaching,
receive him not into your house, and give him no greeting:
for he that giveth him greeting partaketh in his evil works.”

2 John 1:9-11, ASV. If one respects Scripture, then fraternal
social interaction with those who do not teach or practice
the Truth is prohibited. This is Christ’s law.

2. In an effort to rationalize their participation some would
like to suggest that by playing with others like this, one
might be able to influence them for good. Such folly does
not realize that the apostate also have the potential to
influence them. Let me give you a case in point: There is
a section for “messages” on the web site and it is interesting
to read what some have written. In a discussion about
allowing a particular denomination to play in the “Church
of Christ” league, one obviously immature and uninformed
writer made these comments regarding their inclusion:

“The interesting thing I’ve found is that we all
agree on the same basic things.

Worship styles are different. Some have pianos.
Some have drums. Some have acapella. Some have
gyms. Some have pastors. Some have elders.

Why is it that we assume that because someone’s
church doesn’t have “Church of Christ” on the sign
outside the building that there must be error in their
teaching? We MUST get away from this line of thinking
and be willing to openly share with each other. In
trying to be the true church Christ established in the
first century we have oftentimes created the air of an
exclusive country club.

We (Church of Christers) may actually learn
something about the Holy Spirit if we study with guys
like Larry. We may learn how it feels to be open with
our struggles and feel the peace and encouragement
that such sharing brings.

Long enough, but hope the point is made. For those outside
the Church of Christ, there are some very bitter,
conservative brothers and sisters out there. In most cases,
they are spiritually immature and in need of teaching. But
let us remember they are family too.”

It should be obvious from the above writing who has
influenced whom. Once one begins to accept the apostate
it is only a short step to begin accepting “Christians in all
denominations.”

3. A question that begs to be answered is, “What did Jesus
die for?” When Jesus purchased the church with His blood

(Acts 20:28) did he establish a Kingdom for secular
entertainment? What does the church exist to accomplish?
What is its purpose? When Paul dealt with the strife over
eating of meats in Romans 14 he made a very significant
statement, “for the kingdom of God is not eating and
drinking….” Romans 14:17, ASV. Paul warned the young
evangelist Timothy about worldly affairs. “No soldier on
service entangleth himself in the affairs of this life; that
he may please him who enrolled him as a soldier.” 2
Timothy 2:4, ASV.  Someone might protest that what I
am suggesting would eliminate a person from enjoying
any recreation. Not at all. What the church does and
individuals do are two entirely different matters. The
individual may have a yard sale; the church may not. The
individual may put meat and potatoes on the table; but
such would be blasphemy on the Lord’s Table. Individuals
may enjoy softball, tennis, golf, etc. but such is not the
work of the church. The church is God’s soul-saving
institution. The thing that I see most comparable to this is
when Jesus cleansed the Temple. He rebuked them saying,
“My house shall be called a house of prayer for all the
nations? but ye have made it a den of robbers.” Mark 11:17,
ASV. It is pretty hard for the church to have an evangelistic
campaign when all the members are hitting the ball 3-4
nights a week. Then, there is the matter of money. Under
the same discussion of the quote above, the person who
asked about joining the league was told that in order to do
so they would need a $10,000 entry fee. That’s right ten
thousand dollars. Whether this was the “official” amount
needed or just one person’s opinion the amount is
astronomical. How will elders explain to God on Judgment
Day they were good stewards of His money when they
gave thousands of dollars to playing ball?

4. What does “common sense” understanding Scripture
suggest? Lets keep spiritual things in the spiritual realm
and worldly things in the worldly realm. Sports have no
place within the church. Jesus did not have a ball team.
He had twelve apostles and he told them: “Go ye therefore,
and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them into
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit: teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I
commanded you: and lo, I am with you always, even unto
the end of the world.” Matthew 28:19,20, ASV.

We need to provide good
material for them to find. It can be a tremendous teaching tool, just like radio, TV, and newspaper.

The web site also is a repository of back issues of the Bybee Banner. At present, the email edition of the bulletin is
saving the church approximately $1,000 per year is printing and postage costs, not to mention the countless hours of
labor folding, labeling and mailing it.

Lessons from Steve
“In those days there was no king in Israel; everyone
did what was right in his own eyes” (Judges 17:6).  A
nation without authority is like children left alone in a
house without supervision.  Something bad is bound to
happen.  Israel, in the times of the Judges, had no king,
therefore no physical entity to enforce God’s law.  People
were left alone to make judgments in civil and religious
matters and it was a total disaster.  The United States
depends on officials, elected by the people, to abide and
enforce the Constitution and the laws of the land, and
for the most part they are successful.  However, what
about religious laws?  First, Ephesians 4:4-6 states there
is ONE body, Spirit, hope, Lord, faith, baptism, and God
the Father, meaning ONE TRUE religion, Christianity.
Second, the authority over Christianity is her namesake,
Jesus the Christ, for He said, “I am the way, the truth,
and the life.  No one comes to the Father except
through Me” (John 14:6).  Third, there are elders,
bishops, pastors, or overseers who are to “Shepherd the
flock of God which is among us, serving as
overseers…” (I Peter 5:2).   Finally there is God’s word
itself as is written, “For the word of God is living and
powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword,
piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of
joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts
and intents of the heart” (Hebrews 4:12).  Learning to
understand proper authority will help all of us to live in
harmony with God and our fellow man.

Lessons from Steve
“Exalt the Lord our God, and worship at His
footstool-He is holy”  (Psalm 99:5).  As Moses was
tending his father-in-law’s sheep in the desert, his
attention was drawn to a strange sight.  A bush was
burning, but it was not being consumed.  As he looked
more closely at this phenomenon, he heard a voice
say to him, “Take your sandals off your feet, for
the place where you stand is holy ground” (Exodus
3:5).  Joshua had a similar experience as he led the
Israelites into the Promised Land.  When he
approached “the Commander of the Lord’s army,”
he was told to take off his sandals because he stood
on holy ground (Joshua 5:13-15).

The experiences of Moses and Joshua vividly teach
us that a holy God demands our reverence and respect.
True, we are encouraged to “come boldly to the
throne of grace” (Hebrews 4:16), and we can enter
the presence of God with confidence because Christ
has opened the way for us through His death on the
cross.  However, we should never approach God with
disrespect thinking He is “the man upstairs” or “the
big guy.”  He is God, the One who is “high and lifted
up” (Isaiah 6:1).  As the one true God, He is worthy
of our highest adoration and praise.  “Exalt the Lord
our God, And worship at His holy hill; For the Lord
our God is holy” (Psalm 99:9).

Mad At The Preacher
We were having a Gospel Meeting years ago. The visiting
preacher and I were standing at the door of the meeting house
after services, shaking hands as people were leaving. A
young woman of the congregation walked right past us with
a frown on her face, without speaking, shaking hands, or
even saying, “I enjoyed your sermon.” It was obvious that
the visiting speaker had said something that upset her, and
she was mad at me too, because she thought I had put him
up to it.

Preachers quite often have people to get mad at them. In the
past, this has resulted in faithful gospel preachers getting
put in prison, being beaten, and even killed. Sometimes
people get mad because of something the preacher says.
People in the days of Isaiah told their preachers, ‘Prophesy
not unto us right things, speak unto us smooth things,
prophesy deceits” (Isa. 30:10). Isaiah refused this request,
and they got mad at him.

Sometimes preachers will preach against some thing that a
person likes to do. Even though Bible passages are quoted
in context to uphold the condemnation of a sin or
questionable activity, he gets the whole family of the guilty
party mad at him. Sometimes people get mad at a preacher
because he fails to visit them when they were sick, even
though no one informed him of the sickness. Or, one may
get mad at the preacher when the preacher does visit him
when he didn’t wish to be disturbed.

Sometimes a whole congregation gets mad at the preacher
because he preached a “hard” sermon — one they should
have heard years ago. Preachers call this a “moving sermon”
because he’s likely going to have to move after preaching
it. One time a preacher said he moved because of health
reasons — the members were sick of him and he was tired
of them.

Sometimes a preacher deserves to have people get mad at
him. He may be harsh, unfairly judgmental, or have a bad
attitude. Sometimes people get mad at the preacher when
he intended no offense. It was just a misunderstanding. But
sometimes people find it easier to get mad at the messenger
rather than heeding the message.

I love being a preacher. In the 45 years I have been a “located
preacher,” I have been well treated. I love my brethren even
when they get mad — sometimes because of my fault,
sometimes because of theirs.       ~Darrell Beard~

THE DEPARTMENT OF INTERIOR
Entry-level position requiring honesty, openness, thoroughness, and self-examination (2 Cor. 13:5). Must have
knowledge of spiritual hygiene and proof of personal application of such knowledge (I Peter 1:22-25; James 1:21-
25).

Lessons from Steve
“For the ways of man are before the eyes of the Lord,
and he ponders all his path” (Proverbs 5:21).  God
notices everything that man does on this earth (Job
34:21; Psalm 33:13) because He is that powerful.
Jeremiah wrote, “ ‘Can anyone hide himself in secret
places, So I shall not see him?’ says the Lord; ‘Do I
not fill heaven and earth?’ says the Lord” (Jeremiah
23:24).  However, God not only sees all, He remembers
all.  Hosea, in warning Judah to repent, spoke these
words, “They do not consider in their hearts That I
remember all their wickedness; Now their own deeds
have surrounded them; They are before my face”
(Hosea 7:2).  Sin can “surround” us and blind our hearts
to the point of believing that God does not perceive
what is going on in our life, which is a very foolish
mistake.  Just because the consequences of sin do not
immediately appear, we must not form a false
conception that all is o.k.  “Because the sentence
against an evil work is not executed speedily,
therefore the heart of the sons of men is fully set in
them to do evil.  Though a sinner does evil a hundred
times, and his days are prolonged, yet I surely know
that it will be well with those who fear God, who
fear before Him” (Proverbs 8:11 – 12).

Lessons from Steve
“Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, ‘I am
the light of the world.  He who follows Me shall
not walk in darkness, but have the light of life’”
(John 8:12).  As the sun gives light and energy to the
earth, so Jesus gives light and hope to a sinful world.
Matthew places the fulfillment of an Old Testament
prophesy of the Messiah to Jesus.  “The people who
sat in darkness saw a great light, And upon those
who sat in the region and shadow of death Light
has dawned”  (Matthew 4:16; Isaiah 9:2).  Truly,
“Light has dawned” and brought the hope of eternal
life to ALL men and women.  Darkness (sin) can have
no relationship with the light, because the two are not
compatible.  Paul told the Ephesians two very
important things about darkness and light.  First,  he
acknowledges that they were once in darkness, but
now accept the light, therefore he commands that they
walk in light.  Secondly, he encourages the brethren
to not only stay away from the unfruitful works of
darkness, but to expose sin and its consequences
(Ephesians 5:8, 11).  We can defeat the temptations
of darkness, if we put our trust and faith in God, who
through Christ Jesus our Lord, has granted us an
eternity of rest and peace.  “The night is far spent,
the day is at hand.  Therefore let us cast off the
works of darkness, and let us put on the armor of
light”  (Romans 13:12).

Should See
Every week we ought to be inviting our family
members, friends, and neighbors to come with us to
worship services and Bible study. Our intent is to
extend the opportunity of salvation to those who are
lost as well as provide edification for numerical and
spiritual growth for the church. To the extent that our
visitors will take special notice of us, what kind of
church should they see?

If our visitors don’t see our friendliness
they will soon cease to visit. May we heed the wisdom
of Proverbs 18:24. “A man that hath friends must shew
himself friendly: and there is a friend that sticketh
closer than a brother.”

AN ENTHUSIASTIC CHURCH. Webster defines
enthusiasm as, “fervor, something inspiring zeal or
passion.” In the spiritual context enthusiasm literally
means “God in us.” God’s instructions teach us how
to live and become our motivation for serving Him
(Titus 2:11-14). Our visitors should witness a church
that is zealously enthusiastic in our work for our
Master. This is how we will be most effective in
reaching people for Christ.

Lessons from Steve
“Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for
brethren to dwell together in unity!” (Psalm 133:1)
One of the great prayers in all of scripture was uttered
by Jesus and recorded by the apostle John. The premise
of the prayer is unity and oneness between the Father
and the Son, for the apostles, and for disciples of Christ
(John 17:1 – 26). The expectation was that everyone
be on the same page just as the early church began,
“Now all who believed were together, and had all
things in common.” (Acts 2:44)

If unity was important enough for Jesus to pray for
and the early church to practice, then Christians today
should expect nothing less. Let us all strive to use the
one and only source available to know God, salvation,
and unity, The Bible.

God and the Whirlwind
This past Sunday evening was an historic event in the
South. Numerous tornados killed dozens and scores
of people were hurt. Brother Bob Bonner and I
travelled very near some of these as we made our way
to my mother’s house on Sunday evening. We knew
that things were very serious but it was only by the
next morning that we realized just how much damage
had been done and how much loss of life had taken
place. Making our way back to Tennessee on Monday
we personally saw much of the damage that took place
in Fayette, Walker, and Cullman counties in Alabama.

Viewing the damage makes one wonder at the
awesome power of God in nature. In a sense, God
speaks in the whirlwind (as He does in nature, cf.
Psalms 19:1-4). God spoke to Job out of the whirlwind
(Job 38:1; 40:6). God speaks out of these storms today.
What does He say? The message is very clear. Earthly
possessions matter very little and being prepared for
eternity is essential because one never knows when
he will leave this earth. Listen to David’s observation
about God in the book of Psalms. “The voice of Your
thunder was in the whirlwind; The lightnings lit up
the world; The earth trembled and shook.” Psalms
77:18, NKJV. Solomon continues by saying. “When
the whirlwind passes by, the wicked is no more, But
the righteous has an everlasting foundation.” Proverbs
10:25, NKJV. Does Solomon mean to indicate that
the storms only take the wicked and leave the
righteous? Not at all. However, the righteous man has
a foundation that no storm can blow away! His life is
built upon the firm foundation not the shifting sands
(cf. Matthew 7:24-27).

Did the storms of Sunday evening concern you? Sure.
Most of us use the sense God gave us to get out of
harm’s way. However, to those whose trust is in God,
these storms of life are a reminder that one who places
his trust in material possessions only is foolish. Did
these storms make you think more about spiritual
things? Good. That is the way it ought to be.

“Would Jesus Drive A Chevy?”
This is a question being asked by people all over the country. Why? Does the question strike you as little bit
sacrilegious? Brother Michael Toby called to my attention last week an article by Jim Shea that originally appeared
in the Hartford Courant by this title. It also appeared in the Hamilton, Ontario paper where he saw it. Since then
it has appeared in a number of papers. What is it about Chevrolet cars and Jesus that causes such an uproar?
General Motors and its Chevrolet Motor Division has chosen to use religion as a marketing appeal. Specifically
it is deemed: “Chevrolet Presents: Come Together And Worship.” There is even a web site which advertises this
series of events: http://www.cometogetherandworshiptour.com/

Why would we concern ourselves with such obvious blasphemy? There have been numerous people that have
mocked and belittled our Savior. There have been many denominational attempts at commercialization of religion.
What is it about this that would concern members of the churches of Christ? Listen to the description of this event
from GM’s website: “Today Chevrolet announced the title sponsorship of the Come Together and Worship Tour,
featuring multi-platinum, multi-GRAMMY-winning and Gospel Music Association Artist of the Year, Michael
W. Smith; multi-GRAMMY nominated, Gospel Music Association Group of the Year, Third Day; and world-
renowned author Max Lucado.” Though Max Lucado is a name which has become synonymous with apostasy he
has reached a new level. Just in case you don’t know, he preaches for the Oak Hills church of Christ in San
Antonio, TX. Why would a preacher in the Lord’s church join in participating in such an event? Could it be that
he has the same motivations as Chevrolet? Money? Why would Max Lucado participate with those in denominations
(as he has so often in the past)?

Some comments from Scripture would be helpful here. First, one cannot help but think that Jesus would severely
upbraid those who are attempting to turn something so sacred as worship into a marketing tool to make money.
His indignation as such attempts are clearly revealed in His “cleansing of the Temple.” “And He found in the
temple those who sold oxen and sheep and doves, and the moneychangers doing business. When He had made a
whip of cords, He drove them all out of the temple, with the sheep and the oxen, and poured out the changers’
money and overturned the tables. And He said to those who sold doves, “Take these things away! Do not make My
Father’s house a house of merchandise!” Then His disciples remembered that it was written, “Zeal for Your
house has eaten Me up.”” John 2:14-17, NKJV. Further than that, Jesus would not encourage the coming together
with those of a different faith to worship. The call of Chevrolet is “come together” whereas the message of
Scripture is to “come out.” “Therefore “Come out from among them And be separate, says the Lord. Do not touch
what is unclean, And I will receive you.” 2 Corinthians 6:17, NKJV. “And I heard another voice from heaven
saying, “Come out of her, my people, lest you share in her sins, and lest you receive of her plagues.” Revelation
18:4, NKJV. Some are deceived by the political correctness of the day to suggest that we should never criticize or
fail to recognize someone else’s faith as being legitimate. Jesus statement regarding the Jewish sectarians was
pretty stern, “Then His disciples came and said to Him, “Do You know that the Pharisees were offended when
they heard this saying?” But He answered and said, “Every plant which My heavenly Father has not planted will
be uprooted. “Let them alone. They are blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind leads the blind, both will fall
into a ditch.” Matthew 15:12-14, NKJV.

Buy The Truth
Buy the truth, and sell it not; also wisdom, and
instruction, and understanding. (Proverbs 23:23)

This time of year people are looking for just the right
gift to give to their family and friends. Tools, sweaters,
and numerous items seem to always top the list.
However, from time to time someone thinks, I will
give a Bible or a religious book. Thinking in spiritual
terms is always commendable. However, let me
encourage you to “buy the Truth.”

First of all, if you choose to “buy” a Bible, be sure
that you buy one that correctly translates the Truth.
There are some Bibles that are so careless in their
translation that they are dangerous. By all means stay
away from the NIV and TEV. I recommend you
consider the KJV, NKJV, or the ASV (if you can find
a copy). Remember, you want to buy the Truth.

Second, some will say, “they have a good Bible, I want
to buy them something that will help them in their
Bible study.” One must remember that all
commentaries are the work of men and thus are not
inspired and infallible. However, there are some books
that are more helpful than others. A concordance is a
very helpful tool, providing the student a handy
reference to local words where they occur in the Bible.
Books on Bible backgrounds like Bible Handbooks,
Dictionaries, and Geographies can also be useful in
one’s personal study.  Commentaries can be a
marvelous tool, depending upon the commentator.
There have been several commentaries written by our
brethren, and the ones written by men like brother Guy
N. Woods are excellent in teaching the Truth. There
are also lectureship books on various books of the
Bible and topical studies. I would caution one to
beware of many of the many devotional books written
by men like Max Lucado and others like him.

The bottom line: “buy the Truth.” The last thing you
need to give someone as a gift is something that
teaches error.

Lessons from Steve
“Then He said to Thomas, ‘Reach you finger here,
and look at my hands; and reach your hand here,
and put it into my side.  Do not be unbelieving, but
believing.’”  (John 20:27)  Thomas needed hard,
physical evidence that what the other disciples were
telling him was true, that they had been in the presence
of Jesus, resurrected from the dead.  Possibly the last
scenes etched in Thomas’s mind, was the hammering
of nails, then six hours later Jesus’ body going limp
on the cross.  Eventually, as from the verse mentioned
above, Thomas received his proof and confessed, “My
Lord and my God!”  (vs. 28)

But Jesus gave a very enlightening response to the
remark of Thomas.  He did not belittle Thomas for
believing, but gave hope to those who would not have
the advantage of physically seeing Him resurrected.
“Jesus said to him, ‘Thomas, because you have seen
Me, you have believed.  Blessed are those who have
not seen and yet have believed.’”  (vs. 29)  We read
and study the Bible to attain faith (Romans 10:17)
which enables Christianity to be set apart from any
other religion in the world.  By faith we believe Jesus
defeated death and is reigning on high overlooking
His church.  (Ephesians 1:20-23)  Do you desire a
stronger more spiritual relationship with God?  If you
do, then don’t await around for some magical
revelation to engulf you.  Read the Bible, for in it lies
the answer.
