The scriptures speak of the Lord's Day, or the first day cf
the week, as being the day of worship (Rev.1: 10, Ac.20:7)In
times past Christians generally accepted this day as being

just that - a day of worship. With the passing of time,how- .

ever, the wcrld has pressured members cof the church 1nto
using this day as Jjust another -work day. Feeling that the
paycheck ccmes before the Lord, they submitted tc the deman-
ds made on them without any great objection.

Futhermore, she
said, Jjust as soon as the hands of the clock got tc 12:00
everyone was dismissed and the whole congregation rushed a-
way.

I am sure that the people of the world, and of other religious |

the clock than we have c¢f the reason for which we are supp-
osed to be assembled. We may nct get to Bible Study, and
even get to worship late.

years. In times of sickness and death it should not seem
strange to you that the company and its employees did not
do for you what they did for someone who had given then
faithful service for years, No where along the line would
it be effective for you to say, "I am still an employee cf
the company, I just don't report to work any more,"

If you think this article doesn't make sense and you readily
admit that you would never think of trying any of the above

mentioned deeds and expect to be an employee in good standing;

apply it to your life and work as a Christian and see if it

makes any better sense,

14-30, and their time, Eph.5:16, and their money,

I Cor.16:1-2 in the service of the Lord.

THy: COLD. Those who make no effort to save themself
or their family. They have no desire to serve God,
but sceck to satisfy the lust of the flesh. They are
selfish and self centered., They think only of them-
selves, and the pleasures they enjoy. They could
not care less about spiritual matters,

THE LUKEJARM, Those who are conscious of spiritual

matters and duties, but do not have the proper att-
itude toward them, Lk.6:46 They may, or may not,
attend the services; sometimes on special days,such

as paster, Mother's Day, Christmas, or during a "Big"

meeting, they may be present. You could never depend
on them to teach a class, or take an active part in
the worship. It would do little pgood to assign them
a work, for they would not do it. They wear the name
of Christ, but deny Him by their unfaithfulness and

unwillingness to serve Him. They desire to be counted

as members of the Church, but are little concerned
about it's work and growth,

caught,) When he is asked to serve in some way he
makes it a point to be "away!

There is a place of service in the Church for every faith-~
ful member, but none should be forced to serve, neither
should they have to be '"begged'', '"persuadedi, or "talked
into it against their will., We should never accept a re-
sponsibility unless we are willing to fullfill it,

2. "TAG"™ This is a real fun game because it puts the

preacher and the elders at a disadvantage where the
odds are 1,000 to 1 The rules of this game are very
simple, in fact, there is only one: Everytime you visit
me I'1ll come to church one Sunday, In other words, /You
tag me at home and I will tag you in the pulpit' This
sounds fair enough except with one person playing aga-
inst several hundred, the preacher has a hard time to
know who's "IT" all the time.

Some will only attend services if the preacher visits them
on a regular basis, The ones who usually complain the most
about others not visiting them are the ones who never visit
others.

3. VHIDE-AND-Si K Now here is a game with lots of fun and
excitement, and personal satisfaction. It zoes something
like this: A member of the congregation hides in a hed,
in a room, down a long corridor on the upper floor of a
hospital. The object is for the preacher and the rest
of the members to find him. It!'s against the rules for
anybody to tell others where he is. If the preacher
loses the game, the member enjoys the victory of telling
everybody, "I was in the hospital for two weeks and the
preacher, nor any of the members, came to see mel,

There are others who hide out at the camp site, in the mou-
ntains, on the golf course, on the lake, and at grandma's,
and it becomes the duty of the other members to locate them

L. "KICK-BAWL" Purpose: to demoralize the whole church. A
small team is enough to play. Object: kick about every-
thing that is done, and bawl if you are asked to help,

T was sure I could make a Christian of him, but so
far I have failed., Please pray hard for us, Bringing up ch~
ildren is a terrific responsi{ility, and with only one par-
ent a Christian it is even harder, so please pray for them
too. I know you do pray fer us, but please pray harder!

This is the touching plea of someone who knows, not of some
one off in an ivory tower, She and hers now necd the prayers
of each of us. She now sheds bhitter tears when she thinks of
the posszible eternal damnation of the three pecople 4n the
world most dear to her~- her hushand and their two children.
How could she have prevented this 7 Jhat is the lesson she
would teach young people ? First, she would warn them not
to start datihg one who is not a Christian. If we don't kn-
ow a person and his good qualities we will not fall in love
with him and seek marriage in the first place. But if it is
too late for that warning, then she would warn that if he
cannot be converted before entering into wedlock, do not de-
lude yourself; the chances are greatly reduced- almost +te
the point of zero- that he can be rceached after marriage,
Heartbreaking hours of tears and prayers and the writting of
letters like this one are the harvest to be reaped from the
sowing of these unwise seeds, .

In several business meetings I have listened to varied sug-
gestions on how the worship-'services should be shortened-~--
use more trays, omit a song, cut the sermon, etc, In all

Are we rushing through our worship so that we may hasten to
feed the poor, to preach to our neighbor, to 1lift up the
heathen? NO ! We rush that we may get to a tasty, sumpto-
us meal, or so that we can watch our favorite TV show, or
take a nap, or to read the local newspaper, or play golf,or
go on an outing. If none of these attract us, we may rush
because we are nervous and are in the habit of doing every-
thing in a rush.

We sing “Take Time To Be Holy" but we don't have time  to
meditate, to praise, to listen to the #ord of God in a re-
laxed atmosphere. There is pressure by the more worldly me-
mbers to "pay our respects’ to God in the smallest consul
of time possible, Movies and TV programs are getting longer,
but peroids of worship are being compressed. JHY ? Is it
hecause we are so spiritual that we don't need more time to
become holy ? Or is it a lack of appetite for spiritual
food ? Do we hunger and thirst after righteousness, or do
we fret when the Lord's Supper takes more time than a news-
cast ? .
Time is precious and we should learn to ‘'redeem the time!,
(Eph.5:16) Our worship should be planned so that our worship
will be more effective. Let'!s take time to be holy~-- time
for more spiritual songs, for sermons that are long enough
to convince the-sinner and edify the Christian. Let us take
time to promote activities of the Church which will build
us up in the most holy faith---time for meditation on the
Lord's Supper. Take time for silence to be still and know
that God is with us (Matt.1&:20).

The world is living at such a fast pace. Everything is be-
coming stream-lined and modernized in the business world,
and the way of convenience is the order of the day.

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How's Your Dipstick ? -
I was recently talking to a Christian who, like myself, was
greatly disturbed by the lack of church attendance in recent
times, He sald something that I will try to always remember.
He said, "Attendance is to the Chrlstian’s life what an oil
dlpstlck is to an automobile engine'! The dipstick is an in-
dicator, It indicates when trouble is about to occur within
the engine., If the engine is a quart low, the stick will sh-
ow it. If it is two quarts low, it shows 1t If the dipstick
shows three quarts low, something'must be done immediately,
or a disater will occur. Likewise, a Christian's church att-
endance is also an dicator, If a person bhegins to miss ser-
vices during the week, it is an indication that something is
wrong. I the person begins to miss more and more, something
drastic will soon happen unless a change is made. "Lack of a-
ttendance in a person's life is usually very evident, be-
cause it shows. It sljows in the way he lives., It shows in
the companions he keeps: It especially shows in the amount
of knowledge he has, Oh, incidentally, how's your dipstick ?

Jesus once said, "He that is faithful in that which is least
is faithful also in much: and he that is unjust in the least
is unjust also in much" Luke 16:10 This simply means, if a
person cannot be trusted with small matters he certalnly can
not Dbe trusted in more important matters, If a Christian is
not faithful to his duty of attending the services of the
Church it is not likely that he will be faithful to the oth-
er duties of the Christian life, Usually, if you cannot de-
pend on members of the Church to be regular and faithful to
attend services you could not depend on them for anything
else.

A
Christian that begins to miss on Jednesday night will soon
find reasons (?) to miss on Sunday night; and then it  will
not be long untill he misses every service. Falllng away is
not made by just one step, but rather by a series of steps,

It is just as important for a Christian to do one thing that
is commanded of him as it is to do another (read carefully
James 2:10) If we fail in one point it is not likely  that
we will be faithful in another. ¥We show our love for Christ
and His Church by the way we attend it's services,

Many are
like the people of Laodicea, they are neither "hot" or fco-
1d%, but "lukewarm" (Rev.3:14-22 They thouzht they were

religious, righteous, and saved, but the Lord said, "I will
spue thee out of my mouth!

Some want a relipgion that does not require too much of the-
ir time. They don't mind going to church occasionally on
special days (Mother's Day, etc), but they do not want one
that ask of them three or four services a week; they just
will not pay the price of Heb.10:25

Some folk want a recligion where the preacher will lull th-
em to sleep spiritualy, and will never 'stir them up" They
like to hear things that sound good, but will not endure
sound doctrine (2 Tim.A4:1-4)

If there was a-ball game, or a good TV show, or if they had
a trip planned, or if company came about church time they
would put these things first, These are the people who do
not go to church on a regular basis,

Some do not attend services regularlly, but maybe one or
two services now and then in order to keep their name on
the church-roll, and to be called on to take an active part
once in a while,

Some go to church to really worship God in spirit and in
truth, They receive a great blessing from having done so,
and are made stronger in the faith by the fellowship they
had with other Christians, These are they who are in ser-
vices for their own good, and for the good of others. It
is a joy for them to have the opportunity of serving God.

No one really knows the reason or motive why others attend
services, but we kinow our own hearts. .hy do we go to ch-
urch ?

Do Men Have The Right To Be Wrong 2

Many people of this great nation of ours feel that they have
the right to do what they please, and this they justify by
shouting FRE:ZDOM, and CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS. There was time
in Israel's hlstory when cevery man did that which was right
in his own eyes (Judges 17:6) People feel very much the same
way today, and the cry is made for everyone to "do his own
thing' Man has never been give the right to do a thing that
is wrong without suffering the consequence (Heb,2:1-3) To
be sure, man is a free moral-agent, having the risht to ch-
oose between right and wrong, but he is not free to choose
the results of his choice. That is, he cannot choose to do
wrong, and at the same time choose justification for doing
the wrong, Our sins will find us out (Num.32:23) and every
man will reap as he has sown (Gal.6:7-8)

Some feel today that they have the right to live together as
husband and wife before and without marriage, and if this is
their choice it is nobody'!s business, and they should be let
alone and not be censured for the practlce. God ordained and
approves of marriage (Heb.13:4, Gen.2:18-25) And in order

to avoid fornication every man is to have his own wife, and
every woman her own husband (I Cor.7:1-2) Immorality is on
the increase because some feel they have the right to do
wrong. ,

Homosexuality is a growing thing of our day, but it is noth-
ing new, and it is condemned in the Scriptures (Rom,1:21-32)
If men prefer to live with men, and women with women, they
should he allowed to do so without any restraint. They, also
feel they have the right to do wrong.

Many think they should be given the right to use alcohol or
drugs, if that is their choic¢e, without any repercussions.
But the innocent, many times, have to suffer with them.Any
thing that destroyas the mind and sober thinking is not good.
Solomon said, "Winc is a mocker, and strong drink is raging;
and whosoever is deceived thereby is not wise" (Prov,20:1)

The authority of God and the Bible, the authority of paren-
ts, the authority of the government, national or local, have
been trampled under foot and a break down in our society is
the result., The lives, property, and rights of others are
no longer respected, Corruption is seen on almost every le-
vel, and lasciviousness seems to be the order of the day.

Man is free to make the choice of what he will do with his
life, but if he makes the choice of doing wrong he will pay
the consequence. iWe have the choice of good or bad, right
or wrong, but in the final analysis it is a choice of life
or death (Deut.30:19, Matt.7:13~14)

Christian.Fellowship

"But is we walk in the light, as he is in the light,we have
fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ
his Son cleanseth us from all sin." I John 1:7 Being clean-
sed from sin and having Christian fellowship is conditional
and dependant on our "walking in the light! Those who
walk not in the Truth have neither forgiveness of sins nor
the fellowship of Christians. The Bible teaches that fellow-
ship is to be withdrawn from those who do not walk upright
and according to the Truth (2 Thess,3:6) There are a number
of Bible reasons for withdrawing Christian fellowship,

[1] Those who teach false doctrine and cause division among
brethren., "Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cau-
se division and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye
have learned, and avoid them. For they that are such serve
not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good
words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple."
(Rom,16:17-18) John wrote that we should not receive them
into our house, nor bid them God speed, for if we do we are

partakers of their evil deeds (2 Jo.9-11) If a man, or an '

angel, should speak contrary to the gospel of Christ he is
accursed and should not be in fellowship with Christians.
(Gal,1:6-9)

[2] Those who committ sin and refuse to repent should not
be in Christian fellowship, I Cor.5 deals with a man in the
Church who committed fornication by taking his father's
wife, Paul said he should have been delivered unto satan;
(Vs.5) and should have been purged out (Vs,7) Christians,
and the Church, cannot have fellowship with such people
without condoning and upholding such practices, Therefore,
Christian fellowship should be withdrawn- from such men,

[3] Those who are not faithful to Christ, His Church, and
to the duties of a Christian should not be welcomed into
Christian fellowship, and neither should they be allowed to
take part in Church acativity. Those who deliberately and
willfully forsake the assembling of the Saints 2Heb.10:25;
and who will not be in subjection to the elders{Heb.,13:17
should not be permitted to take an active part in the ser-
vices of the Church. If we allow them to do so we are en-
courageing their unfaithfulness. Those who are not faith=+
ful in attendance should- not be allowed to teach a class,
wait on the Lord's Table, lead in public prayer, nor in
any way be in Christian fellowship.

It discounts what
it actually does give., Eve was badly dcceived by the ser-
pent, but the tree was attractive and she was led to bel-
ieve she could eat of it's fruit without being put to death
Satan is able to make sin to appear beautiful and appealing
but he never shows it for what it really is,

Sin can also wear the mask of "right! '"There is a way that
seemeth wight unto a man but the end thereof are the ways
of death'- Prov.16:25 It is easy for one to believe he is
in the way of 1life when he is really in‘the ways of deacth.
Many think they are saved by faith only, but the Bible says
plainly that we are not.-Jas,2:24 Beware ! Lest you try to
justify sin by thinking it is right. It is easy to believe
a lie if you want to.- 2 Thess,2:8-12

The Bible gives many warnings against the danger of apostasy
2 Thess,2:1-12, I Tim.4:1-5, 2 Tim.k:1-4, Heb.3:1-19 The |
Lord!'s church is only one gemeration away from apostasy, and'
it comes about with step by step, and so gradually that it
is unlikely that we will know it untill it has happened. A |
departure from the faith, regardless of how small it may |
seem to be at the time, is a dangerous thing; it has a way
of leading to other departures and finally to a complete a- |
‘postasy. Those who have been in the Church for a number of |
years have seen many steps that have been taken in the wrong

direction, and many of us are asking, "Where will it end ?"

Many congregations of the Lord's church are striving for a |
great success, but in the wrong way. The Church is compete-
ing for attention and favor with a wide variety of worldly
attractions., In many cases the church feels that she is not i
successful in her mission unless she tries to keep up with'
modern day practices., Instead of being faithful to her duty
of preaching the gospel of Christ (God's power to save) the
Church must compete with denominational churches, and even |
other congregations of the church of Christ. To survive in
this competition the church often measures her success by
how well she receives attention and attendance of the general
public, ‘ |
Naturally such a false standard of measuring success leads to
a quest for popularity. To succeed and survive in the stiff
competition the local church must attract and hold its quota
of people, The ensuing battle reminds us of the pitches that
are made for and bonuses offered to leading athletes to join

a certain ball club. In this mad rush true spiritual values |

are lost sight of and a wholly material concept creeps in.
When a congregation advertises what it has to offer how much
is said about spiritual things 7 It advertises the comfort
of the building by a central heating and air unit, cushioned
pews, staffed nurseries, and a convenient parking lot. The
advertisements usually carries a picture of beauty and size
of its building. While these things may not be wrong within
themselves, but when we place more importance upon things
of this nature we have lost our spiritual insight. How far
will these things lead us ? .

The pressure of the world is being felt upon the Church,and,
brethren, if we are not careful-'this pressure will cause us
to completely abandon the faith, and we will become just a-
nother denomination with no Bible idenity at all. To be the
Lord!'s Church in the 20th.century we must be what it was in
the 1lst.century: nothing more and nothing less, There is a
need for alarm ! Where will ‘it end ?

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The Master Teacher

Everyone, I am sure, will agree with me that Jesus is the
master teacher. He 1s our example and model. Each’of us as
teachers would do well to follow in His foot steps, and to
become like Him so much as is humanly possible. There are
many reasons for Jesus being the master teacher. Here are
just a few of them,

1. HIS PREPARATION., Jesus began to prepare for His work as
a teacher early in life, At a very young age, 12 -years old,
we find Him "sitting in the midst of the doctors, both hear-
ing them, and asking them questions" (Lk,2:46) Later in his
life He was baptized to fulfill all righteousness, (Mt.3:15)
A1l who would teach must likewise gain knowledge and  be-
come a Christian.

2. HIS KXNOWLEDGE OF GOD'S WORD. Jesus demonstrated His know-
ledge when He was tempted of the devil, He was able to re-
ply with "it is written" (Mt.4:1-10) To be effective as a
teacher of the Way of Life today we must be able to give a
"thus-saith-the-Lord" (I Pet,.3:15)

3. HIS METHODS, Jesus is the master teacher because he knew
how to teach as well‘as what to teach. He could sit in the
midst of the doctors, or he could wander among the shepherds
and fishermen and not be found lacking. Some of His greatest
lessons were taught in parables, and in them He made  His
teaching simple enough for the uneducated, and yet challeng-
ing enough for the greatest minds. The Lord's methods of
teaching were natural and effective. To be a good teacher of
God's Word today we must make the lessons simple and direct
to the point,

L, HIS LIFE. Jesus not only taught in word, but also by ex-
ample (Acts 1:1) He practiced what He preached He taught
men to obey God (Mt,7:21), and He obeyed (Heb.5:8) He was”
willing to forgive (Lk.23" '34) and He taught forgiveness (Mt.
6:14-15) He taught His disciples to do good for all men
(Lk 10:25-37) and this He also did (Ac.10:38) A good teacher
follows this example.

5. HIS ATTITUDE. People were often offended at His teaching
(Mt.13:57) and He met with many disappointments (Mt.23:37),
Yet His attitude of mind and purpose of heart was to obey
God and lead men to Him, Jesus prayed, "Thy will be done",
(Lk.22:42) Jesus had a proper attitude toward God, the Word
of God, and those He was teaching. We, too, must have a good
attitude toward them to be a good teacher. ,

Every Christian is a teacher in one way or anothér, and he,
therefore, should become like the Master Teacher,

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Spiritual Mindedness

The apostle Paul wrnte, "For to be carnally minded is death;
but to be spiritually minded is life and peace" Rom.8:6

If you were asked, "What do you consider to be the greatest
hindrance to the progress of Christianity", how would you
answer ? Unbelief ? Persecution ? Outside evil powers ?

All of these, I am sure we will agree, become hindrances on
certain occasions. From where I sit I would say the great-
est hindrance is the carnal mindedness of those who profess
to be Christians, but who have never been really converted,

God never assigned a work for His people that was impossible
for them to do. Whatever their task was God always provided
the way for it to be done. No outside power or force could
ever prevail against the power of God, and cannot stop the
work which He commands unless we allow it too by a spirit of
indifference and "don't care'" attitude.

There are many moves abroad in the land today to undermind
the power and force of New Testament Christianity. The laws
of God are tarmpled under the feet of man, and the '"Way Of
Life" is everywhere spoken against. The account of creation
as given in Gen.l & 2 is made fun of. The inspiration of the
Bible is ridiculed. God's Law for marriage and the home 1is
ignored. The plan of salvation is perverted. The method of
work and worship through the Church is denied. The name of
Christ is blasphemed. The idea of judgment and eterhal pun-
ishment is scoffed at. Why is this ? The reason is simplé:
People are carnally minded instead of spiritually minded.

1

Materialistic minded people judge happiness and success only

on the basis of what they have now, and never look to that
which is to come. They think in terms of '"now" with no tho-
ught about eternity. This was the mistake of the rich man in

Luke 12:16~21 '‘Many live in want of pleasures and thin s the

world can give, but what profit will there be ? Matt.16:26

To be spiritually minded is-‘to think as the Spirit of God
directs us through the Word, and to be governed by His law.
Note: Gal.5:22-23 Those who are led by the Spirit of God
are the children of God (Rom.8:1A4), but those who have not
the Spirit are none of His
will die (Rom.8:13) This is why Paul wrote, "For to be car-
nally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life
and peace"

There is a great need in the Church today for spiritually
minded people who put first things first (Mt.6:33) and who
let nothing stand in their way of serving God. One of the -
first steps away from God is to becomeé carnally minded. We,
then are open to whatever will follow,

Reputation and Character
The Lord through John wrote to the Church at Sardis,"I know

thy works, that thou hast a name that thou livest, and art

dead"- Rev.3:1 ‘

Men said of Sardis, "She is alive" -~ this was her reputation
The Lord said of Sardis, "Thou art dead" - this was her true

character. What men say of you is your reputation, but what
the Lord says of you is your character; what you really are
A man's character and reputation should be the same, When
his gharacter is good his reputation should be good; when
his character is bad his reputation will be bad. Unfortunat-
ely, this is not always the case, Though a man's character
may be stable, his reputation will likely fluctuate. Between
his character and reputation there may be a conflict.

A GOOD MAN MAY HAVE A BAD REPUTATION. Though a pure young
man, Joseph was accused of impurity, Though a patriot, dJer-
emiah was banded a traitor. Though sinless, Jesus was often
under the condemnation of religious leaders. Though one of
the world's greatest-men, the apostle Paul was imprisoned,
It was Paul who said, "All that will live godly in Christ
Jesus shall suffer persecution"-2 Tim,3:12 Thus, a bad
reputation may be a good indicatiou.

A BAD MAN MAY HAVE A GOOD REPUTATION. Though an unworthy son,
Absalom "stole the hearts of the men of Israel'- he reveled-
for a while in a fine reputation. Concerning Judas Iscariot,
we hear no critical remarits untill the last. Though the Chu-

rch at Sardis was dead, men were saying, "She is alive" All
through the ages men have been praised for good deeds which
they did not do. "Woe unto you!! said Christ, "when all men
speak well of you." When thieves, robbers, drunkards, and

fornicators speak well of you, when false teachers and false
livers speak well of you, something is wrong with you. Your
character is revealed by the character of men who praise you.
A GOOD REPUTATION MAY BE A BAD INDICATION.

GOODNESS OF CHARACTER IS PARAMOUNT. It is vastly more import-
ant than reputation--than all the praise and honor and all
the glory men can give. Reputation is an uncertain thing,for
it is what men think you are. Character is a stable thing,
for it is what God knows you to be, Solomon said, "As he th-
inketh in his heart, so is he'- Prov.23:7 What we really

are is a product from our heart.

We may be evil and corrupt in mind and life, and make others
think we are good, but we cannot deceive God- Gal.6:7-8

Our character should be built upon the Rock--the character
and teaching of the Lord Jesus Christ. For the man who wears

the breastplate of righteousness there is no permanent defeat.

Jesus asked, "Why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the
things which I say?" Luke 6: 46 The point is, if you are to
be My disciples you must do what I command. We cannot rest-
rict or limit our obedience to the Lord and still claim to
be His followers., Some have tried to limit their obedience,

"He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved" Mk.16:16
Some are baptized, not because the LORD COMMANDED IT, but
because they felt they were already saved, This is not in
obedience to the Lordfs commands, ‘

"Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will
I confess before my Father which is in heaven'" Matt.10:32

Some will confess Him to be Lord if it dosg not put their
job or business in danger., They will confess Him at certain
times and at certain places, but refuse to do so if it wnll
interfer with their gain. (Note: John 12:42) :

"Whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to him
the other also" Matt.5:39 Some, making light of this pass-
age, say, "But the Bible doen't say what to do then'' as if
they are at liberty to return the blow. This is only par-
tial obedience, for the Lord does not allow a recompense of
"evil for evil™ Rom.,12:17 . _
"Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together,. .as the
manner of some is™ Heb,10:25 Some have erroneously added
conditions to this verse; '"Not forsaking the assembling of
ourselves together'".,.,unless "Company comes in",or '"Unless
you have a trip to make", or "Unless you are tired and want
to sleep late" then, under these conditions they think it
is alright to "forsake the assembling'" Is this obedience ?

"Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by
him in store, as God hath prospered him" I Cor.16:2 Some
will give, but not according to their prosperity., This is
not obedience, Others will give provided it will not keep
them from having what THEY want.

"As ‘we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all

men, especially unto them who are-of the household of faith"

Gal.6:10 Some will practice this, unless it is someone of -
a different race or color, or unless he is not a Christian,
then they withhold their good deeds thinking they have done
the Lord's Will, This is nothing but limiting our obedience

One cannot follow the Lord part of the way and still claim
to be a faithful Christian. Either it is doing what the Lo-
rd commands, the way He commands it, for He commanded it to
be dine, and in that way, or else we do not Obey the Lord
at all.

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"A Christian Was Killed"
I once heard a story that went something like this:

"Satan was going to attack a Christian, and would try his
best to kill him. He first shot a poisonous dart at his
heel, but the Christian was unharmed because he had on the
shoes of the preparation of the'gospel of peace. Satan's
second attempt was at his loins, but the Christian was able
to repell the attack because his loins was girted about
with Truth., Unsuccessfully Satan tried a shot at his breast,
for there was the breastplate of righteousness, The‘ Christ-
ian knocked away one arrow with the sghield of faith, and
another one was repelled by the helmet of salvation. Satan,
who is not ceasily discouraged, slipped arouhd behind the
Christian and shot him in the pocketbook,,.and killed him
dead as a hammer, A Christian Was Killed"

The Devil is our greatest enemy, and he is always on the
alert to take advantage of us any way he can (I Pet.5:8) He
never sleeps, but is watching for a point of weakness in
us. If he cannot succeed one way he will try another. He is
always hammering away at us. The only way to avoid the
dag erous traps is to "resist him, and submit to God" (Jas.
Satan has entraped some by the temptation of strong drink,
others by the gain they make by lying, stealing, and cheat-
ing. Some have been kept from God by unbelief and disobed-
lence. A few have been led astray by neglect of duty in att-
ending services once in a while, and by failing to use their
“talents for the glory of God: But, I suppose Satan has been
able‘to kill more Christians, and to hinder the work of the
Lord, by tempting us to withhold from God what is rightfully
His,

as God has commanded will condemn us just as much as if we
were drunkards, adulterers, fornicators, liers, murderers,
or thieves. It is just as wrong to sin by omission as it is
by comission. (Jas.4:17)

Our giving to God as He has’instructed us is just as much a
duty as living a godly life, praying, studying the Bible,or
"going to church! If some were to sell their lands and
houses they still would not have enough to catch up on their
debt to God, They would not be able to make up for the times
they did not give as they were prospered., Our debt to God
must come first, even if we have to do without some of the
things of life that we would really like to have. You, and
what you have, belongs to God,

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Things To Remember

The power to remember is a great blessing, but sometimes it
can bring unhappiness and sorrow. Abraham called upon the
rich man, "Son, remember..." (Luke 16:25) That which he was
to remember were the good things he once enjoyed, and Laz-
arus once enduring evil things.

13-17), and also on our remembering what we have heard,lest
we believed in vain (I Cor.15:1-4) Those who forget God's
Word will likely forget God,

REMEMBER LOT!S WIFE. Jesus calls attention to this event in
history, and tells us to remember it. (Luke 17:32) From the
example of Lot and his wife we learn that God will save the
obedient, but will punish the disobedient, No one ever dis-
obeyed God without paying the price (Heb.2:1-3) If they did
not escape, how shall we ?

REMEMBER THE CONDITION IN HELL. Jesus told of Lazarus and
the rich man to impress us with the reality of death, Judg-
ment, and eternity (Luke 16:19-31) What happened to the rich
man can haEpen'to us, We can profit from his mistakes before
it is too late,

Some things we like to remember, other things we would 1like
to forget., To remember and reflect upon the good things of
life brings joy and happiness, but to remember tragedies of
the past causes sorrow, and we try to forget them.

We should look over our life'for this past year and see wh-
ere we can make improvements, and try to profit from  the
mistakes, Let the past become only-a steppinstone to higher
ground, and greater service‘to God, in the future, We cannot
go back and relive the past, but we can make better plans
for the days ahead. "Today" (2 Cor.6:2) is the only time we
have, "Tomorrow" (Jas.4:14) may not come,
