Getting up before Sunday morning service early enoughto read scripture and refresh our minds on the lesson wouldbe a good way to start the day. Then when the hour ofworship comes we will be better prepared to render accepta-ble worship unto God. Worship is so important in our livesthat we should consider it and give preparaion its placewith regard to it.

Some years ago an English author wrote con-cerning man's work an use of time. Among his observ-ations were the following: "The great and profoundmistake which many make in regard to their work is amistake in their general attitude which weakens theirentire effort and robs them of the joys they mightotherwise derive. In the majority of instances theydo not have any strong feelings of interest in theirwork--at best they do not like it. They begin theiractivity with some reluctance as late as they can, andend with joy as early as they can, and his 'engines'while engaged in his effort are not running at theirfull capacity. He looks on this time of activitynot with pleasure and anticipation, but with a sen-se of duty."Though this writing is a good many years old, thedescription of the attitude is readily recognized to-day. In every business and profession there are peo-ple who look upon their work in just such a way. I tis even found in the church; consigning those who areso afflicted to failure, and robbing them of any joythey might find. I t  is an attitude of mind, and ashas been suggested it is the "great and profound mis—take" that many people are making in life.In Psalm 122:1 David expressed quite a differentattitude. In looking toward their time of worshipDavid said, "I was glad when they said unto me, Let usgo into the house of the Lord." There were joy andanticipation in his hearti There was eagerness tohave a part in the Lord's service. Such an attitudeshould be characteristic of every Christian, but alas,it is not. Let's observe.It is Sunday morning. They do not have any feel-ings o strong interest in the preaching, Bible studyand Lord's supper. At best they do not dislike thembut neither do they find any joy in them.continued;

He triedfor a moment to nerve himself, but it was no use. Thesight of the General was too much for him. The tearsbegan to run down his cheek. Suddenly, turning to theconvention, his frame shaking with emotion, he criedaloud: "It's no use, boys, I can't do it! Here goesmy vote for John B. Gordon. I t  was all up fcr mewhen I saw that scar. Forgive me, General, I  hadforgotten the scar."
There are those who once knew One, even Jesus, scarredand bruised and wounded for their.trangressions, whogained victories under His banner, and who loved Himand found His comradeship sweet, but who have for-gotten Him and gone away to the other side.

HOROSCOPES AND OTHER NONSENSE

The present interest in the occult , astrology, crystalgazing, fortune-telling, palmistry and devination are reach-ing epidemic proportions. Horoscopes are published dailyin an astonishing number of newspapers. All kinds of peoplewill talk seriously about their sign in the Zodiac. TIMEmagazine says of this wave of occultism; "yet for all itstrivial manifestations in tea-leaf reading and ritual geegaws,for all the outright nuts and charlatans it attracts, occult-ism cannot be dismissed as mere fakery or faddishness. Clearlyit is born of a religious impulse and in many cases it becuesin effect a substitute for faith." (TIME June 19, 1972, p 65).
The teaching of the Word of God is quite clear with re-gard to such things. Sorcery was a sin for which personswere put to death under the Law of Moses (Ex. 22:18; Lev. 20'27). Of the person whoput confidence in astrologers andfortune tellers, God said, "If a person turns to mediums andwizards. . . I will set my face against that person" (Lev.20:6). When the Israelites went into the Promised Land anddispossessed the heathen and superstitious people who haddwelled there previously, God warned them against taking up'their evils with regard to the "reading of the stars," etc.,"For these nations, which you are about to dispossess, giveheed to soothsayers and to diviners; but as for you, theLord your God has now allowed you to do so." (Deut. 18:14).
Astrology, with its presupposition of the influence ofheavenly bodies on human affairs, is altogether antagonisticto Christian faith in a personal God who created and controlsthis universe by the word of his power. Occultism is adenial of the providence of God in the affairs of men. I tis a dorm of idolatry in that it replaces the worship of theCreatIr with the worship of things which have been created.
A fact pointed up to the Christian by the present interest'in occultism is the felt need of men in our generation tobelieve that there is a world beyond the one in which we live

and that there is some sort of spiritual halp available to usas we live out our lives upon the earth. But the satisfactionfor such a need cannot come through astrology and witchrraft.The satisfaction of man's real and deep spiritual longings isfound only in the knowledge of the true God of the Bible andhia will for our lives!

Yes, a spirit world does exist. I t  is just as real asthis material world with which we are familiar. A battle istaking place between the forces of God and Satan which involvesthose who live in both the seen and unseen worlds. (Eph 6:12).The souls of men are at stake in this conflict. All the trap-pings of occultism are instruments of Satan to destroy faith 'in the Word of God and must therefore be opposed by Christians..We have the need of man fulfilled and satisfied in faith inthe Bible, and prayer and divine providence!

Illicitlove, that rendervous with lust, leads inevitably to death.Solomon said, "Let not thine heart decline to her ways, gonot astray in her paths. For she hath cast down many wounded;yea, many strong men have been slain by her. Her house isthe way to hell, going down to the chambers of death."(Prov. 7:25-27).2. AVOID THE ANGRY MAN. Even the best of tempers will some-times be ruffled, but an angry man breeds anger. "Make nofriendship with an angry man; and with'a furious man thoushalt not go; Lest thou learn his ways, and get a snare tothy soul:" (22:24-25).3. KEEP THYSELF FROM A MEDDLESOME BUSYBODY. Mr. LoquaciousMouth is a social pest. With a tongue longer than any streetin town, he spews out scandal and gossip like Old Faithful.If you cultivate his as your friend, it will be to yoursorrow. Solomon says, "He that goeth about as a talebearerrevealeth secrets, therefore meddle not with him that flat-tereth with his lips." (20:19).4. PLEDGE NOT PARTNERSHIP TO A THIEF, Honest IS the bestpolicy. "A man" says the Hindoo, "is witness (or partner)of wickedness, can never of course wish for purity.
