Lawrence had to explain that the effectivenessof the faucets did not lie in themselves, but in the im-mense reservoirs of water to which they were attached.

They have the faucets, but there is noconnection to the Living Water who enables us to sharewith others the life ire'. first received from Him Jesussaid, "I am the true vine...Abide in me, and I in you.As the branch cannot bear fruit o f  itself, except itabide in the vine, no more can you, except you abide inme. I  am the vine, and you are the branches. He thatabideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forthmuch fruit; for without me ye can do nothing" (John15:1-5).

HOW' SIN DECEIVESby Bobby Dockery; Fayetteville, Arkansas
"...exhortYofte another daily . - lest any... of yoube hardened through the deceitfulness of sin" (Hebrews3:13).
Sin is a deceiver. I t  pictures itself as being onething when it is actually something else altogether. TheBible pictures sin as a delusive cheat which is able todeceive and destroy souls. And so we are warned to be-ware of the "deceitfulness of sin." Notice some ways inwhich sin disguises itself for the purposes of deception.

1. Sin Deceives By Minimizing. Sin attempts to make amask out of smallness. Sin pictures itself as "sucha little thing," and it whispers that "a little bit"of sin never hurt anyone. Sin pleads for you toenjoy its pleasures for "just a little while", andthen for "just a little longer."
2. Sin Deceives Sir Rationalizing. The word "rationalize"is defined by the dictionary as: "to find excuses forone's desires." Through rationalization sin tries toexplain itself away with such excuses as "everybodydoes it," or "this is not really wrong." Satan in-sists that times change and that moral standards.mustchange with the times. But God declares: "Woe untothem that call evil good, and good evil.." (isa. 5:20).
3. Sin Deceives By Glamorizing. J. B. Philip's Paraphraseof the New Testament gives this translation of Hebrews3:13 "Beware that none of you becomes deaf and blindthrough tile delusive glamour of sin." Satan paintsa glowing picture of life in sin as one filled withglamour, excitement, and fun. But the word of Godwarns that the supposed pleasures of sin are seasonal,lasting but for a moment in comparison to never-endingeternity. (Hebrews 11:25).

Sin Deceives By Paralyzing. One of the most terrifyingcharacteristics of sin is the hypnotic spell which itcasts. Sin holds a strange fascination over the sin-ner which can paralyze his will, and mind. I f  persist-ed in, sin can actu4lly gain such a stranglehold overan individual that it becomes impossible for him toescape. (See Hebrews 6:4-5)."Beware...lest any of you"

DOUGH OR LEAVEN?
There are two facts concerning which there is no doubt.One is that Christianity made a tremendous impact upon thelife of the f irst century world. I t  made the differencebetween B.C. and A.D. The second equally important factis that this impact was made, no, not because the Christ-ians were numerically superior to the pagans, for theywere not. Nor was i t  made because the Christians were byworldly standards impressive. They made a unique impress-ion on the f irst century world for one reason only: under

God they were different.
The key to Christian effectiveness is not in numbers,whether few or many, because multiplying numbers does notnecessarily result in more Christianity. One would haveto ask what sort of members they are---just an echo o fthe world's voice or the voice of God in the world? Arethey dough or leaven? This is why statistical methodsapplied to the church, though necessary and inevitable,are misleading. They are misleading because what one istrying to measure in Christianity cannot be measured. I tis imponderable, a matter of spirit, attitude,

PREACHING TO NEEDS
by Dub McCIish

The ideal sermon deals with the needs of those who sitin the pew. The unending quest of those who preach must beto: find the real needs of people and meet them with in-spired truth.. However, one does n.ot preach very long untilhe is struck with the fact that what people need and whatthey desire are often far apart. This is not a new phenom-enon. In. 700 B.C., Israel needed to hear the law of theLord, but desired something else. They told Isaiah: "Pro-phesy not unto us right things, speak unto us smooththings, prophesy deceits, get you out of the way..." (Is.30:11). By the time of Jeremiah, circumstances had grownworse. The priests and prophets had begun to cater to thedesires rather than to the needs of the people. The pro-phet laments: "A wonderful and horrible thing is come topass in the land: the prophets prophesy falsely, and thepriests bear rule by their means; and my people love tohave it so" (Jer. 5:30-31). Paul predicts that such a: timewould come in the church: "For the time will come whenthey will n.ot endure the sound doctrine; but having itchingears, will heap to themselves teachers after their ownlusts; and will turn away their ears from the truth.."(IITim. Li:3-4).It is human nature to seek approbation rather thanadmonition. I f  I had been given the choice as a boy, Iwould have taken orange juice instead of castor oil!“ WhenI preached on immodest clothing, social drinking, etc.,where I lived a few years ago, one of the deacons becamevery upset, withholding his contribution for several weeks.He didn't desire such preaching, but he and his wife surelyneeded it! Another church I worked with had a portion ofthe eldership and the church to fall under the influence ofdoctrinal and moral liberalism. The critical need of thechurch was clear doctrinal preaching, but regretably, theywould not have it so. The adulterer does not relish ser-mons on adultery (witness Herod and John), but they muststill be preached because they are needed.When you hear a sermon, I counsel you not to judge itmerely on whether you "liked" it or it made you "feel good."The better criterion is whether you needed it. But evenif you didn't, someone else probably did!
